AFI 13-102 is supplemented as follows:


1.6.1 Extensions will be documented in writing and filed in individual’s training records.  
1.8.1.  Task evaluations will be standardized by using checklists approved by the 3ASOG/DO at a minimum. Task evaluation grading standards must be, as a minimum, consistent with group/unit measurement devices.
1.17.5.5.  3 ASOG/DOT will conduct assistance visits to subordinate units annually.

1.17.8.16. (Added) Squadron commanders will ensure range NOTAMS and range procedures are available and reviewed prior to any range training event.  NOTAM review will cover those items that could affect aircrew/TACP operations on the range.  

1.17.9.13.  (Added)  Review the examinee’s training records and return evaluation notification letter to the Stan/Eval section before entering the eligibility zone.  The date the supervisor signs the evaluation notification letter will be the date entered as date completed training block (part I of the AF form 3827).  This letter will be maintained until AF Form 3827 is completed.









4.3.1.1 SrA or higher, and currently be MR to attend ACC/JFC. All personnel will have a minimum of 4 graded ECAS controls. These controls will not count for TAC upgrade. Grade sheets will be forwarded with Type-5 request.  All requests must be received at least 60 days before the class start date.

4.4. Use Attachment 2 to track ETAC Tier progression.  File Attachment 2 in individual’s training folder and maintain until certified.  Supervisors have 1 year from the start date to ensure completion of all training items.

4.7.2.  Chief  TAC Instructor will have primary responsibility for ensuring trainees complete upgrade within 6 months.  Certifications will be documented on AF Form 797.
4.7.6. Previously qualified TAC trainers PCSing in from another duty location will receive a local area orientation before performing duties as a trainer. 
5.3.1.  Commanders will appoint, in writing, unit SELO and SELNCO and then forward a copy of the appointment letter to 3 ASOG/DOV. 


5.4.6.  (Added) Stan/Eval section will notify the respective supervisor in writing of an examinee’s upcoming eligibility zone 30 days before the examinee enters the zone.  The signed letter will be filed in the examinee’s Stan/Eval folder and remain until it is replaced with certified AF form 3827.

5.4.7.  (Added) Stan/Eval will maintain and track at least three each MR and TAC generic scenarios.  An examinee will not receive the same scenario in consecutive years.  Evaluation scenario used will be annotated in the remarks block of the AF form 3827.
5.5.3.  If personnel fail any MQF second retest it will result in a overall qualification of unqualified and a  review by the group commander for actions to be taken.

5.5.4.  Use group approved form to track MQ certification.
5.6.1.  All initial evaluations will adhere to the minimum guidelines of the 3 ASOG MR/TAC Evaluation sub-task checklist (attachment 7 & 8).
5.6.8. (Added) If MR and TAC evaluations are conducted separately, they will not  be more than 30 days apart.     
5.8.3 The AF Form 3827 must be completed by the end of the evaluation window. ( This includes the Commander’s signature and filing the form in the examinee’s Stan/Eval folder.
6.8.1 Any item evaluated under OTHER will have a grading criterion.

7.4.3.1. (Added) Unit Stan/Eval section will perform initial review with individual within 30 days and write an MFR detailing errors.  Commanders and supervisors will be notified immediately if errors effect MR or TAC status.  

7.4.4.  When personnel PCS to another TACP squadron, unit Stan/Eval sections will maintain a copy of an individuals records for a period of 6 months after departure.

7.5.  (Added) Training Folders.   Supervisors will maintain training records IAW AFI 36-2201, Master sergeants and above will use a file folder containing AF Form 1098.  All entries will follow guidance IAW AFMAN 36-2247.  


8.2.  Send Trend Analyses Report to 3 ASOG/DOV by the second Monday of the month following the end of the quarter.  Use the 3 ASOG Trend Analysis worksheet (attachment 11).  Highlight items that are discrepancies or missed MQF questions from the previous quarter.  Commanders may establish a trend after a single occurrence depending on the severity or critical nature of the task.  Trends are not exclusive to task evaluations or checklists.  

9.1.1.2.  Units will use Attachment 9 color-coded card system. Volume 1 of the GTIF will be reviewed monthly (M/R) and before each TAC (TACR) mission.  All TACs must review Local NOTAMs prior to local CAS training.  Supervisors may telephonically brief personnel already TDY to “bring them in the green.” In this case, the person providing the briefing will annotate the card with the date and their initials.
